PRACTICE OF ECOLOGICAL
AND GREEN TOURISM: THE
EXPERIENCE OF RUSSIA AND
GLOBAL TRENDS

Distinguished friends & colleagues!

2017, proclaimed by the United Nations
as the “International Year of Sustainable Tour-
ism for Development”, and designated in Rus-
sia by the Presidential Decree “The Year of
Ecology and Specially Protected Natural Ter-
ritories” in honor of the 100th anniversary of
the national reserve system, is coming to an
end. Among its main tasks is the ecotourism
development in Russia. What can be consid-
ered the most significant result of it in the
context of the ecological paradigm of tourism
development?

First of all, it is constant growth in the
number of national parks and other categories
of specially protected natural areas of Russia.
Also, the Russian authorities have given spe-
cial attention to the development of a network
of ecological trails. The quantity of supporters
of the “eco-friendly” concept in the system of
tourist services and hospitality is constantly
growing, and the network of eco-hotels is
broadening...

But, as might be expected, discussion on
the pages of our journal and the efforts of the
world scientific community have not helped to
elaborate mechanisms and devise a formula
of tourism stability development as a branch
and the industry. And the very likelihood of
discovering such a formula, even in the distant
future, is vague.

Let’s consider such an interesting and
comprehensive case. On the place of once pic-
turesque, but not mastered by man, natural
landscape we create “tourist eco-complex” in
which all norms of the ecological legislation
are observed, the system of separate gather-
ing and recycling of waste, energy saving and
other “green” technologies are established.
Can we consider this model of tourism devel-
opment an environmentally in its essence? De
facto, through the example of such a tourist

complex, instead of a natural one, we have got
an artificial, imitation tourist “ecosystem”.

Here is another example. All the existing
approaches to the definition of “ecological
tourism” are unified in the fact that it is tour-
ism in nature protection areas and natural ter-
ritories, not primarily affected (some authors
even say about tourism in the virgin nature),
primarily with educational and educational
purposes. But why should we learn lessons
only from positive examples? As is known,
the method of comparison and contrasts has
a much greater educational effect. Excursions
to the environment, disturbed, cardinally
changed by man, into zones of ecological di-
sasters and crises will be much more ecologi-
cal in their essence. And, unlike visiting the
virgin nature, such form of tourism will not in
principle have a negative impact on the natural
environment. So, we can see the wrong way of
nature-use. Thus, tourism in giant landfills, in
ecocatastrophe zones (for example, the Cher-
nobyl zone) and other landscapes changed by
man will give much greater efficiency and will
correspond in greater extent to the classical
goals and tasks of ecotourism.

So far, there are more methodological
questions and problems in the concepts of
ecological, “green”, and sustainable tourism
than the answers and proposed solutions.

We hope that on the pages of our journal
the expert scientific community will continue
to share the experience of implementing the
principles of environmental friendliness and
sustainability in certain regions, and will go
on to analyze the best models and cases of
implementing the principles of environmental
friendliness in the tourism and hospitality in-
dustry next year.
